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THE Drigon


Drigon are what Earthians call Dragons. There are many different kinds and many different colors. However, royalty and places of power are decided among the metallic Drigon. Usually it's Gold Drigon that rule but since they are travellers deploying justice and honour as well as establishing peace treaties to many other Drigon kingdoms, a Silver Drigon must be crowned King as well to take care of paperwork matters at home. When there is no Silver Drigon or a Gold Drigon the next Metallic Drigon must rule in secession. There are many Kings and Queens throughout Kalamara whom are Drigon that rule different areas of the world but when there's a matter of emergency a meeting is held in the Drigon Empire. This Empire, the law of all Drigon, is the empire where the Gold and Silver rule.�


Drigon GUIDELINES 


Drigons vary by color and country. Each act differently according to where they come from. Also, each Drigon's hair color is the same color as their scaled bodies. Likewise with their eyes.





Metallic Drigon


Gold Drigon are very bold and resemble Giants in their 'human' form. Because they are such large creatures it's impossible for them to compress their powers into a small 'human' creature. The Gold Drigon only choose one mate for the rest of their lives. They would go to the ends of the world for them and often times die for the ones they love. Due to their honour system and high killing rate there aren't many Gold Drigon left on Kalamara. It's safe to say there are about 3 left in the world.





Silver Drigon usually take form of an Elf. Sometimes they take a more 'human' like form but it's much easier to distinguish their personality attributes when they take on the form of an Elf. They have a very bad temper when driven to it. Silver Drigon have no tolerance to idiocy. Though they usually spend their lifetime with a mate, they grow accustom to new lovers due to the high hunting rate of their kind.





Bronze Drigon are the more excentric out of all species. They take much joy in watching the 'human' creatures. They're studiers of the ape-like culture and often times can be seen as crazy by other drigon.





Copper Drigon are rare. They usually hide out and watch the Silver drigon from afar. They are admirers of the Silver Drigon's beauty and rather then approach them they would rather keep their distance. Not so many Metallic drigon have ever seen a Copper Drigon. They're shy, they're introverted, yet very powerful if they were to ever use their strength in battle.








Chromatic Drigon


Red Drigon are feared by every 'human' creature on Kalamara. They usually find much joy in scaring and causing general fear to every creature on Kalamara smaller then they are. Because of their habits the Gold Drigon gave the Red Drigon a home in the Royal Infantry to keep tabs on their behavior. Also it's said that the Red Drigon are the best fighters, aside from the worldly known Sapphire Drigon and their warriors, whom are feared throughout the world. 





Blue Drigon are mathematical geniuses. They're sly and often distrust each other with numbers. They are highly intelligent and get into many arguments among each other. It's said that they would stab their brother in the back if it meant to save a penny. Because of their habits they are also guarded by the Metallic drigon and watched closely. They do honor the Silver Drigon as they believe a Silver Drigon's intelligence may match their own. 12 of them are selected to be the Silver Drigon's Royal Imperial Guard every 5 centuries.





Purple Drigon are also sly but their intelligence is mostly in thievery and planning their escape. Usually when Purple Drigon are born they are born in pairs. It's common to see many twins among Purple Drigon and they are never born without a twin or triplet. Their partner in crime. 12 of them are chosen every 5 centuries to be the Gold Drigon's Royal Imperial Guard. Their intelligence often wins them important jobs in law or as doctors. Most of them are the Royal army's 'spies' and are sent to far off regions still rejecting treaty arrangements with the Royal Empire requested by a Gold Drigon.





Green Drigon are shy creatures with very dark to dark tanned skin. They're society is loosely based off of Earth's Egyptian culture. When Green Drigon fall in love, they usually marry late in age due to being unable to express their feelings and often harbor feelings of love for many, many years. Once they start families it's usually pretty late as well, unless they are well off and live within the empire. Then many of them marry the Emerald Drigon, whom find it much easier to express their feelings. Many Green Drigon live in smaller villages and their colors vary from light pale green to a darker forest green. It's rare for both to mate due to location as lighter drigon prefer trees and darker drigon prefer the desert. Once they reach a point in their lives where they wed the one they love they take them to the sacred rock within a cavern near the coast of Zebez'nah and etch their names into the rock to signify to their gods that they've found the love of their lives. However, some Drigon do not believe in this culture and prefer to stay home and marry through tribunal methods.





White Drigon live in the far far North. They live where it's so cold it's hard for other Drigon to visit them. Many Gold Drigon love to visit the north to see them. White Drigon mate like rabbits. Usually if a Gold Drigon visits them a year later there will be at least 20 more toddler Drigon running about. Because of this outstanding ability to continue mating, the Gold Drigon, who usually only have one or two children in their lifetime, love to visit the North for this reason. Many Gold Drigon often become god parents to the children up north. White Drigon usually marry anyone they fall in love with at first glance. They're very open with their sexuality and there has been only one incident where a White Drigon was not comfortable sharing bedside stories.





Black Drigon are one of the most feared creatures on Kalamara. Their poisonous saliva, brought out only when they're angry (which is often) and inability to make peace with the Drigon Empire make them a very powerful enemy to the Gold and Silver Drigon. Many of the Metallic Drigon deaths are because of the Black Drigon sending hunters out to take care of them when they're traveling. They rely on reports from their Drow slaves rewarding them with “freedom” once they deliver good news. However frightening the Black Drigon become or seem, even the Black Drigon fear the Sapphire army. The Black Drigon are usually very dark skinned creatures with black hair and black sclera's for eyes. Resembling a much darker version of a Drow. They never let a prisoner live.





Gem Drigon


Gem Drigon are concidered treasures among the Metallic Drigon and are often appointed seats in the Court of Decisions in the Imperial Drigon Castle. Many believe there are several different colors but in reality there are only 13. One out of the 13 is an enemy to the Imperial Court and is banished from ever showing face. It's believed that they are in cohorts with the Black Drigon.





Garnet Drigon are one of the many dark red Drigon to live in Kalamara's “asian” countries. They're masters of the sword and often seek to gain more land. The royal family of the Garnet Empire is Akiyama and once every 1000 years a new Akiyama is chosen to become one of the Court members. Very little is known about them as there aren't many. They are one of the few to hold no fear from attacking the Sapphire army head on. Their looks resemble Earth's japanese and so is much of their culture. Many of them mate with the locals. Drigon, 'human', or any other creature and mostly this is to expand their empire.





Amethyst Drigon are secluded Drigon who prefer a calm and thought out debate. They're usually the silent one taking in everything they see around them. Very analytical. Their royal empire is the Empire of Kraal. Every Marriage is arranged and even the childbirth is planned. Amethyst Drigon never marry for love.





Aquamarine Drigon have darker skin and love to engage in conversation with others... in their own tongue. Aquamarine Drigon resemble Earth's Spanish culture and much of their lifestyle is almost a replica of how they do things. They love to converse with others and they love visiting other countries. Their Royal Family is the Rosa Familia.





Diamond Drigon's culture is loosely based off of Earth's French culture. Most of them are very creative and a lot of rich artistic culture is born from their country.  The Royal Family is Beauvais and oftentimes the prince of Beauvais is seen as being very snobbish and narrow minded. Many Diamond Drigon would be embarrassed to have him speak for their country but once a Diamond Drigon reaches maturity (at a late age) their ideals are often influenced by the Silver Drigon.








Emerald Drigons are highly celebrated and loved by the Green Drigons. They govern the lives of the much poorer Green Drigons. Many wouldn't marry a Green Drigon because they want to stay pure and keep the shine in their scales so many marry within their own family. Many are praised as the ultimate beauty or the most handsome Drigon. Though due to their dark tanned skin the only other Drigon to praise such beauty are the Sapphire Drigon who like to collect them as slaves (this happens only after the fall of the Green Drigon Empire brought on by the Black Drigon to obtain more territory). Emerald Drigon are also very stubborn and when they fall in love they refuse to hold anyone else as a lover. Though this may take them several years to make happen as they refuse to believe in that “love at first sight” rubbish. The Royal Family is named Randa and there are so few left in the world they usually mate with each other. Providing there is a male and a female left to breed.





Pearl Drigon have dark skin and love to engage in conversation with others. They love to cook for everyone and enjoy large parties involving food, alcohol and new faces. They love learning about other people's lives and often make a lot of friends. They're not very large drigon and usually take up smaller 'human' forms ranging in 4' 8” to 5' 7”. The Royal Family's last name is Bautista.





Ruby Drigon are hunted by Garnet Drigon to join their army and many refuse to join. They love music, travelling and usually laugh at their own misfortunes (they have many). There aren't many of them in the world but some can find traces of Ruby in much calmer Red Drigons. They rarely make time for Court Decisions as they're always running and always on the road somewhere. They rarely make alliances except with the Imperial Court. The Royal last name of their royal family is O'Dalaigh. Many have freckles with their light red hair.





Peridot Drigon have tanned skin and their culture resembles much of Earth's Turkey. The royal court is a collector of rare items in the world and many drigon like to visit the Peridot empire to learn of these treasures and their meanings. The Royal Family's last name is Kaya.





Sapphire Drigon are feared among all creatures on Kalamara. They have a terrible temper and never think twice before making their kill. They kill for several reasons but they usually never think twice before striking their enemy down. If one was to appear before their castle doors with a dagger strapped to their belt and in their boots, a Sapphire drigon would know and strike that creature down. Never insult a Sapphire Drigon, never engage in front on battle, and don't fail to invite them to a wedding. They consider much of the Imperial Court family and find it insulting when one is getting married without requesting their audience or participation in arrangements. Physically they look much like Earth's Koreans, though their culture is much of their own. They are ruthless and unforgiving. When they are to be wed they are taken to their ancestor's burial chamber and undergo a ceremony. It's forbidden for a child to wander into these grounds as their feelings are as fleeting as the winter winds. Once a Sapphire Drigon makes a confession of love at the Burial Chamber their hearts and feelings are tied to the one they love for all eternity. So it is forbidden for a Drigon who hasn't reached maturity to pose any question pertaining to the fluttering mumbles of their heart. Once confessed there is no other way to break the bond other then death. Their Royal Family's last name is Choi.











Opal Drigon are also travellers. Not so many live in the world of Kalamara. They come and go wherever and so few are taken prisoner due to their outstanding calculating ability. They also believe in balance so they rarely make arguments with other Drigon. When in debate they usually watch other Royal Families, though they would rather be someplace else then cooped up in a room with other babbling fools. Out of all of the Drigon the Opal Drigon is the only one of their kind to be able to change their colors to hide themselves and blend within the crowd. The Royal family's name is Silva.





Topaz Drigon are partners with the Garnet Empire. Their countries go way back, although, arguably,  the Topaz Drigon is one of the oldest Drigon of the world. They're usually smaller in stature but due to their size they're able to move faster. Their fighting abilities are mixes of different forms of martial arts. Their culture resembles much of Earth's Chinese Culture. Their Royal Family Last name is Ye.





Zircon Drigon are flirtatious and like anything with a pair of legs. They're usually very energetic and will engage in all sorts of conversation if it means they'll get a good lay. They aren't breeders as it takes a lot for them to make eggs and this would be why they'll do anything to prolong their species. Many of them have not visited the north, though many other Drigon compare their culture to the ones from the North. They rarely care about politics and usually engage in talks about fashion, travel and vacations. They love to gossip and they love to joke around and play with other's feelings. The Royal Family last name of the Zircon Empire is Rosenberg.





TEMPERATURES 


Temperatures vary since Drigon live throughout the world of Kalamara.�


Castle Gaerbac


This is the Imperial Castle where Gold and Silver Drigon live. Their castle is about as large as three cities in order to maintain the thousands of maids, butlers, janitors, Red Drigon, Imperial Army and the smaller village within the Imperial City where the other Metallic Drigon reside.


Time Drigon TRIALS 


These trials are rare since not every Drigon has the powers of the Time Drigon. Once their powers are known, usually that's by their changing eye color or by their hair changing color later in life, they are taken to the Tower Of Tergath where they train their powers with an elder Time Drigon. For centuries the Time Drigon had been a Bronze Drigon but it's possible that the powers could be passed down to a random Drigon chosen by the Stars. However, when a Time Drigon falls in love their eyes resemble their lover's “sky”. When they die their eyes become a sclera of the dead sky of space.�














Faith


Drigons believe in the power of the stars. Whether or not this is true is only known upon death and rebirth. In the off chance that Paxium (heaven) made a mistake by their death or they are reborn somehow they do not remember where they had been (and that they did not become stars) and their clocks are 'reset'.���Key Places in the Drigon Lands:
