Tree Spirit Guidelines
THE TREE SPIRIT

Tree Spirits are Kalamara's children and live in groups and live in deep forests. They live within the trees as part of the roots and only have one protector, The Shaman. They can connect to other groves around the world as all trees are connected to the core of Kalamara like veins. Some Tree Spirits like to take on human form in order to meet the travelers in their area.
TREE SPIRIT GUIDELINES
Tree Spirits are pacifists and prefer not to obtain weapons. They are “earth” elemental magic and don't usually use their spells unless they feel threatened. Because of their lack in protection they have a powerful Shaman who lives to protect the Tree Spirits on Kalamara. The Shaman is powerful and is born with spells in order to physically and mentally protect it's fellow brethren. 

They don't live in houses since they're part of the trees. When they are in their trees they can't speak to others passing by. When they sleep they become one with the tree and remain silent throughout the winter.

The Tree Spirit is afraid of most weapons as they don't have means to protect themselves againsed a heavy armed invasion, so as part of their law if one wishes to interact with the Tree Spirits they must leave their weapons outside of the grove where their weapons will be watched by a Guardian Tree directly connected to the Shaman, which warns the Shaman if anything dangerous is coming or if the weapons are in danger of being stolen from animal spirits.

Every Tree Spirit is connected underground to other roots so this enables them to communicate with trees around the world. They communicate silently through their roots to each other even during hibernation.

As these creatures are pacifists they do not engage in fighting and wouldn't unless they felt severely threatened. Even then it's a rare circumstance. They understand that cutting down trees is essential to survival with some creatures.

The Tree Spirit Shaman
In every grove around Kalamara there exists a Shaman that protects its people. In some cases creatures work with the Shamans to protect their groves. Though in some areas the Spirits are in danger of becoming extinct due to ignorant species as not all can hear the cries of a Tree Spirit when their homes and lives are being chopped down to be used for fire wood. The Shaman, in this case, is able to summon Guardian Giants to protect their homes. These giants cannot be seen by other creatures unless they become active. It takes a lot of energy to summon Giants so the Shaman will only do this in dire situations. Even when the Giants are active it'll quickly drain a Shaman's life force.

HIBERNATION
During hibernation which, occurs during the winter months, all trees stay silent (aside from the younger less obedient tree spirits). Rarely ever coming out of their trees they communicate quietly to themselves while 'resting'. Though the Shaman never fully rests as they are always on guard and always ready to protect their grove from enemies.

In some cases regarding Fyllian camps, Fyllians act to replenish the energy that the Tree Spirits would lose as the Northern forests are in hibernation nearly all year long.

Tree Spirit Diet
Tree Spirits don't eat a lot but when they do most of the food is given to the Shaman. As the Shaman doesn't get full rest as they are always on watch to protect their fellow spirits. Tree Spirits don't eat meat. They drink more liquid then any other creature on Kalamara and need to bask in sunlight. They eat fruits, grass, and other plants that grow within their area. All of which are not considered cannibalism. 

Procreation
These spirits are both male and female so during the Spring seasons they produce both to reproduce. Except the Shaman which differentiates species of tree depending on where they are in the world and usually only have one gender.

TEMPERATURES
Tree Spirits live throughout Kalamara as part of the trees so the temperature fluctuates depending on where they are.

Faith
Tree Spirits believe in connection within the world. They believe in the power of Kalamara and live as part of a connected circle. They believe in life and death as part of a cycle so when trees get old and start to wither they don't prolong it by trying to revive the tree. When a tree dies another is born and so continues the cycle of life.
